THE E.R. GILLESPIE SCHOLARSHIP FUND

Application Regulations

PURPOSE:  To provide college/university scholarship(s) to one or more deserving high school graduates of Bluefield High School, Graham High School, Tazewell High School and/or Princeton Senior High School.

ELIGIBILITY:  Applicants must be high school graduates.  Preference will be given to a qualified student or students who have an affiliation with Shell Oil Company.  This affiliation extends to Shell Oil Company employees, spouses, children, or descendents of Shell Oil employees. Please explain the affiliation in the body of the essay (see below).

CRITERIA:  The following criteria will be used as the basis for the scholarship awards:

1. Applicant’s prior academic performance.

2. Applicant’s performance on accepted tests designed to measure aptitude and ability for college work.

3. Applicant’s prior leadership performance.

4. Applicant’s need and potential for success.

SELECTION PROCEDURE: The Foundation’s Scholarship Committee on behalf of the Gillespie Scholarship Advisory Committee will select Recipient(s) with final approval from the Board of Directors of the Foundation.  If there are no qualified applicants, no awards will be made that year.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE:  To apply for a scholarship from The E.R. Gillespie Scholarship Fund, applicants must:

Complete an application packet by the deadline that includes:

1. Application form

2. Official high school transcript with SAT or ACT scores

3. An essay stating the following:

a) College or University you are planning to attend

b) The field of study that you expect to follow

c) The way this scholarship will assist your plans to attend college

d) Any information you would like to provide about yourself or your financial needs.

e) Explain affiliation with Shell Oil Company 
.

AWARDS:  The scholarship will be in an amount up to the earnings of the Fund for the prior calendar year (approximately $500) The Scholarship Advisory Committee and the Board of Directors will determine the number and amount of scholarships, if any, to be awarded in any given year.

LIMITATIONS:  Scholarship funds may be used only for tuition, fees, and/or books.  Scholarship funds will be paid directly to the college/university.

Scholarships are awarded without regard to race, sex, religion, age, or national origin.
