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THE ROY R. RAUB, MD 

MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP FUND

ABOUT THE SCHOLARSHIP:  Dr. Roy R. Raub was a well-known and prominent orthopedic surgeon who practiced in the Bluefield-Princeton area for 40 years before retiring to Africa where he owned and operated photographic and hunting safaris until his tragic death in 2002.  Dr. Raub was always completely dedicated to his patients and to life-long learning.  During retirement his dedication did not end as he planned to start a scholarship fund to help the children and grandchildren of his patients reach greater heights through higher education.  He was tragically killed in Africa before realizing his vision.  His family took his vision and turned it into reality in 2005 with a major gift to the Community Foundation of the Virginias, Inc. and the creation of the Roy R. Raub, MD Memorial Scholarship Fund.

PURPOSE:  To provide scholarship assistance to deserving students who are academically prepared, but financially needy and who are residents of Mercer (WV), McDowell (WV), Tazewell (VA) or Buchanan (VA) counties to be used in the pursuit of higher education.  

SELECTION PROCEDURE:  Recipients will be selected by the Scholarship Advisory Committee (made up of the Raub family) with final approval from the Board of Directors of the Foundation.  If there are no qualified applicants, no awards will be made that year.

ELIGIBILITY: Applicants must be residents of Mercer County (WV), McDowell County (WV), Tazewell County (VA) or Buchanan County (VA) and must be:

1. A currently-enrolled senior in high school and approaching graduation.

2. A prior recipient of scholarship funds from the Raub Fund still enrolled in good standing as an undergraduate at an institution of higher education.

Scholarship funds will be paid directly to the institution of higher education.  Higher Education for purposes hereof shall include a two (2) or four (4) year undergraduate college or university or a two (2) or four (4) year post-high school vocational/technical college or institution for a medical operating room technician’s degree.

AWARDS:   The scholarship(s) will be for up to the earnings of the Fund for student(s) pursuing higher education with higher education being defined as in the ELIGILBITY Section above.  

LIMITATIONS:  Scholarship funds may be used only for tuition, fees or books. Scholarship assistance may also be provided, if needed, for computers or other items of similar nature only if required by the institution of higher education as a prerequisite for attendance.  

Scholarships are awarded without regard to race, sex, religion, age or national origin.

CRITERIA:  The following criteria will be used as the basis for the scholarship awards:

HIGH SCHOOL SENIORS:

1. Applicant’s prior academic performance.

2. Applicant’s performance on accepted tests designed to measure aptitude and ability.             

3. Applicant’s prior leadership performance and extracurricular activities.

4. Applicant’s need and potential for success.

5. Applicant’s ability to articulate in writing their need for scholarship assistance.

PRIOR RECIPIENTS OF SCHOLARSHIP FUNDS FROM THE RAUB FUND:

1. Applicant’s performance at their institution of higher education.
2. Applicant’s ability to articulate in writing their continued need for scholarship assistance.
3. Applicant’s extracurricular activities at their institution of higher education.
APPLICATION PROCEDURE:  To apply for a scholarship from the Roy R. Raub, MD Memorial Scholarship Fund applicants must complete an application packet and submit it by March 31, 2012.  This packet will include:

HIGH SCHOOL SENIORS:

1. An application form.  NOTE:  Application must be completed in its entirety, including a guidance counselor signature.  INCOMPLETE APPLICATIONS WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED.
2. Two letters of recommendation.

3. An official high school transcript with SAT or ACT scores, if applicable.

4. Proof of enrollment or acceptance for enrollment in an institution of higher education.

5. Proof of need.

6. A personal essay articulating why you feel you should receive scholarship funds from the Raub Fund.

PRIOR RECIPIENTS OF SCHOLARSHIP FUNDS FROM THE RAUB FUND:

1. An application form.  NOTE:  Application must be completed in its entirety.  INCOMPLETE APPLICATIONS WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED.
2. An official college transcript from the institution of higher education currently being attended.

3. An official letter from the institution of higher education stating that applicant is a student in good standing with the institution.

4. A personal essay articulating why you feel you should continue to receive scholarship funds from the Raub Fund.

NOTE:  Prior receipt of scholarship funds does not guarantee future receipt of scholarship funds.
