THE WILLIAM G. SKEWES MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP FUND

PURPOSE:    To provide scholarship assistance to graduating seniors of all high schools located in Mercer County, WV, McDowell County, WV and Tazewell County, VA, who intend to study engineering and attend an accredited college or university in one of those counties.
ELIGIBILITY: Applicants must be high school graduates of any high school located in Mercer County, WV; McDowell County, WV; and Tazewell County, VA.
CRITERIA: The following criteria will be used as the basis for the scholarship awards:

 1.  Applicant’s prior academic performance.

           
              2.  Applicant’s performance on accepted tests designed to measure aptitude and                   ability for college work.

 3.  Applicant’s prior leadership performance.

 4.  Applicant’s need and potential for success.

SELECTION PROCEDURE:   Recipients will be selected by the Scholarship Committee with final approval from the Board of Directors of the Foundation.  If there are no qualified applicants, no awards will be made that year.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE:   To apply for a scholarship from The William G. Skewes Memorial Scholarship Fund, applicants must:

Complete an application packet by the deadline. This packet will include:

1.  An application form

2.  Two letters of recommendation.

3. An official high school transcript with SAT or ACT scores.

            4.  Any other information deemed necessary by the Scholarship Committee

                   (i.e. essays, personal interviews, etc.)
AWARDS:   The scholarship(s) will be for up to the earnings of the Fund as selected by the Scholarship Committee and approved by the Board of Directors.

LIMITATIONS: Scholarship funds may be used only for tuition, fees, or books.  Scholarship funds will be paid directly to the college.

Scholarships are awarded without regard to race, sex, religion, age, or national origin.
