Scholarship Fund

PURPOSE:    To provide scholarship assistance to graduating seniors of Bluefield High School and/or Graham High School who are a son or daughter of an emergency service employee/ manager (ESE or ESM) fireman, policeman, rescue, military, etc., as determined by the Scholarship Advisory Committee and approved by the Board of Directors, who died while in the line of duty or as a result of injuries sustained while in the line of duty.

ELIGIBILITY: Applicants must be graduating seniors of Bluefield High School or Graham High School who will be attending college, junior college, trade or vocational school.

CRITERIA: The following criteria will be used as the basis for the scholarship awards:

 1.  Applicant’s prior academic performance.

           
             2.  Applicant’s performance on accepted tests designed to measure aptitude and            ability for college work.

 3.  Applicant’s prior leadership performance.

4. Applicant’s need and potential for success.

5. Affiliation of a parent/caretaker in the Emergency Service field who died in the line of duty.  I.e. fireman, policeman, rescue, ambulance, military

SELECTION PROCEDURE:  Recipients will be selected by the Scholarship Advisory Committee consisting of the officers of the Harley Owners Group with final approval from the Board of Directors of the Foundation.  If there are no qualified applicants, no awards will be made that year.  Should the organization cease to exist, the Scholarship Committee of the Foundation will continue to act to best insure that the Donor’s original objectives are met.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE:  To apply for a scholarship from The East River Mountain #5432 Harley Owners Group Scholarship Fund, applicants must:

Complete an application packet by the deadline.  This packet will include:

1.  An application form

2.  Two letters of recommendation.

3. An official high school transcript.

4.  Any other information deemed necessary by the Scholarship Committee 

(i.e. essays, personal interviews, etc.)

AWARDS:   The scholarship(s) will be for up to the earnings of the Fund.

LIMITATIONS: Scholarship funds may be used only for tuition, fees, or books.  Scholarship funds will be paid directly to the college unless directed by the committee representing this fund.

Scholarships are awarded without regard to race, sex, religion, age, or national origin.
